Overview:

Performs a variety of duties related to the installation, maintenance, and repair of all components
of the Towns water distribution system, irrigation system and wastewater collection system.
Works in maintenance of streets, sidewalks, signage, storm sewer, traffic control and other duties
as assigned in public works for a town.

Essential Duties and Responsibilities:

The following duty statements are illustrative of the essential functions of the job and do not
include other non-essential duties that may be required or assigned. The Town reserves the right to
modify policy, procedures or change the duties or essential functions of this job at any time.

1. Primary position is within the Public Works Department.

2. This position will have the primary duty of operating and maintaining the Town irrigation
system, street maintenance and water line repairs.

3. Responds to routine and emergency maintenance activities seven days a week including
evenings, weekends, holidays and is available for 24-hour on call rotating shifts.

4. Ensures the repair and maintenance of the Town’s infrastructure system in an efficient and
effective manner. Systematically repairing leaks, restoring disturbed property after repairs,
maintaining, and replacing meter pits, and maintenance and repair of system valves, fire
hydrants and PRV’s.

5. Completes Service Requests as provided by Town hall within the time frame requested.
Performing general duties associated with the distribution and irrigation system including
establishing new service, inspecting meters, testing meters, making final readings,
installing water meters, installing remote meter reading devices, performing minor repairs.
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Safely operates and maintains the Town’s equipment including but not limited to dump

truck, service vehicles, backhoe, skid steer, demo saws, compactors, air compressor and
trailers.

Respond to customer inquiries in a professional, courteous manner.

Performs the Water Meter Reading task reading all meters.

Troubleshoot and maintain meter reading equipment in a working manner, reporting any
malfunctions or necessary repairs to the Supervisor.

Performs tasks in a safe and efficient manner.
